COMPOSING TO PROMOTE UNDERSTANDING

COURSE OUTLINE

An introduction to teaching the writing process, integrate informal and formal writing
into curriculum, promoting various forms of composing to understand.
There will be three strands to the course:

The first strand is concerned with theoretical positions about teaching and learning;
learning, understanding, textuality, composition and its role in regards to learning,
understanding and textuality; and how the way we teach declares a theoretical position
that has many consequences for our students, their engagement and learning, and
ourselves as teachers. We will consider issues like: how we define the acts of
composition, why we teach these acts, what readers and writers do and need to know,
what contexts do we believe work best to help students develop the attitudes,
knowledge, and strategies they need, what teaching techniques and interventions we
can best use to teach them, and so on.

In this second strand, the heart of the course, we will examine different strategies for
teaching different aspects of the processes of composition. We will consider how
different kinds of teachers enact different theoretical positions in their work and with
what effects on students, on their learning and disciplinary understanding. We will look
intensively at the role of informal writing and how it relates in the classroom and
outside the classroom to more formal forms of writing.

The final strand of the course will consider issues of standards, response and
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know, and how we can use various assessment procedures in ways that are most helpful
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We will assign a variety of informal composing responses ¢ one page response papers,
T-charts, dialogue journals, journal prompts and responses both assigned and self-
generated ¢ as ways of responding to readings, being accountable for readings, and as a
way to explore how informal writing can be used to promote deeper reading and
understanding of reading. Perhaps have participants create a literacy/composer

autobiography in an unfamiliar format, e.g. video, cartoons, timeline, etc.

Day One: BEFORE WRITING: Theories of learning, of composing, of motivation.
Frontloading to prepare students for success ¢ Getting the topics to write about.

Day two: WHAT WRITERS NEED ¢ GENERAL: Creating contexts for composing.

Kinds of writing: personal, expressive, exploratory writing. Figuring out what to teach
with the Inquiry Square: demands of texts ¢ Five Kinds of Knowledge, the role of
informal writing. Fill out Integrating Literacy into Content Area Unit forms; Inquiry
templates.

Day three: WHAT WRITERS NEED ¢ SPECIFIC: Sequencing issues, task and text-specific
demands: such as expressive writing, poetry, writing about literature, writing
arguments, writing extended definitions.

Day four: COMPOSING IN THE CONTENT AREAS; TECHNOLOGY AND COMPOSING:

The research paper, technology, multimodal forms of composing, composing to develop
and demonstrate understanding. Look at standards and see how we can meet these
through informal and formal writing

Day five: REVISION AND EDITING ¢ EVALUATION:
Grammatical correctness, error analyses, role of error, 6 traits, analytic writing
continuum, analytic scales.Responding to writing; handling the paper load.

FINAL PROJECT:

Create a unit of instruction that involves loads of informal writing sequenced to develop
the five kinds of knowledge that will be used in a culminating formal composition. This
will be posted on a class website or wiki by a pre-determined date, and each participant
will read and respond to three other units. Students taking this course for University
credit will put their units to the test in a classroom setting and write a final report
detailing the success of their efforts. They will participate in two meetings during the fall
semester supporting this part of the course; the first in October to analyze problems
and challenges experienced in their writing instruction, and the other towards the end
of the semester, reporting on the success of their work.

EVALUATION:

Assessment will focus on this last part of the course, the success of the implementation
of process writing in a school setting, and the final written report. Participation and
engagement during the workshop at Hofsos will be taken into account as well, and
involvement in the fall meetings.
